3John 1:3 For I rejoiced greatly when 
brethren came and testified of the 
truth that is in you, just as you walk in 
the truth. 
3John 1:4 I have no greater joy than to 
hear that my children walk in truth.



peripateo, used literally of the forward 
step by step motion. 



stoicheo, to walk in a straight line, used 
metaphorically to march in step, to 
march in ranks, to walk in agreement 
with, to walk forward in an orderly 
manner.  



orthopedeo, to walk straight, to 
walk in a straight path, used in Gal. 
2:14 to refer to a course of conduct



poreuo, to walk, to go about one’s daily 
activities, to proceed, to travel, to live.



Eph. 4:1 ¶ I, therefore, the prisoner of 
the Lord, entreat you to walk in a 
manner worthy of the calling with 
which you have been called, 



Col. 1:10 so that you may walk in a 
manner worthy of the Lord, to please 
Him in all respects, bearing fruit in 
every good work and increasing in the 
knowledge of God; 



1Th. 2:12 so that you may walk in a 
manner worthy of the God who calls 
you into His own kingdom and glory.



Rom. 13:13 Let us behave properly as 
in the day, not in carousing and 
drunkenness, not in sexual promiscuity 
and sensuality, not in strife and 
jealousy. 



Eph. 5:8 for you were formerly 
darkness, but now you are light in the 
Lord; walk as children of light



1John 1:6 If we say that we have 
fellowship with Him and yet walk in 
the darkness, we lie and do not 
practice the truth; 



1John 1:7 but if we walk in the light as 
He Himself is in the light, we have 
fellowship with one another, and the 
blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us 
from all sin.



Rom. 6:4 Therefore we have been 
buried with Him through baptism into 
death, in order that as Christ was 
raised from the dead through the glory 
of the Father, so we too might walk in 
newness of life. 



Col. 2:6 ¶ As you therefore have 
received Christ Jesus the Lord, so 
walk in Him,



Eph. 5:2 and walk in love, just as 
Christ also loved you, and gave 
Himself up for us, an offering and a 
sacrifice to God as a fragrant aroma. 



2John 1:6 And this is love, that we 
walk according to His commandments. 
This is the commandment, just as you 
have heard from the beginning, that 
you should walk in it.



Eph. 2:10 For we are His 
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus 
for good works, which God prepared 
beforehand, that we should walk in 
them.



Col. 4:5 ¶ Walk in wisdom toward 
those who are outside, redeeming the 
time. 



Eph. 4:17 ¶ This I say, therefore, and 
testify in the Lord, that you should no 
longer walk as the rest of the Gentiles 
walk, in the futility of their mind, 



2Cor. 4:2 But we have renounced the 
hidden things of shame, not walking in 
craftiness nor handling the word of 
God deceitfully, but by manifestation 
of the truth commending ourselves to 
every man’s conscience in the sight of 
God.



2Cor. 5:7 For we walk by faith, not by 
sight. 



Gal. 5:16 ¶ I say then: Walk in the 
Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust 
of the flesh. 



Gal. 5:25 If we live in the Spirit, let us 
also walk in the Spirit.



2John 1:6 This is love, that we walk 
according to His commandments. This 
is the commandment, that as you have 
heard from the beginning, you should 
walk in it.

1Cor. 3:3 for you are still carnal. For 
where there are envy, strife, and 
divisions among you, are you not 
carnal and behaving like mere men? 



1Th. 3:6 ¶ But now that Timothy has 
come to us from you, and brought us 
good news of your faith and love, and 
that you always have good 
remembrance of us, greatly desiring to 
see us, as we also to see you—



Eph. 2:2 in which you once walked 
according to the course of this world, 
according to the prince of the power of 
the air, the spirit who now works in 
the sons of disobedience,



Rom. 6:1 ¶ What shall we say then? 
Are we to continue in sin that grace 
might increase? 
Rom. 6:2 May it never be! How shall 
we who died to sin still live in it? 



Rom. 6:3 Or do you not know that all 
of us who have been baptized into 
Christ Jesus have been baptized into 
His death? 
Rom. 6:4 Therefore we have been 
buried with Him through baptism into 
death, in order that as Christ was 
raised from the dead through the glory 
of the Father, so we too might walk in 
newness of life. 



Rom. 6:5 For if we have become united 
with Him in the likeness of His death, 
certainly we shall be also in the 
likeness of His resurrection, 
Rom. 6:6 knowing this, that our old 
self was crucified with Him, that our 
body of sin might be done away with, 
that we should no longer be slaves to 
sin;



Eph. 5:8 for you were formerly 
darkness, but now you are light in the 
Lord; walk as children of light



Eph. 5:9 (for the fruit of the light 
[SPIRIT] consists in all goodness and 
righteousness and truth), 



1 Tim. 6:15  He who is the blessed and 
only Sovereign, the King of kings and 
Lord of lords; 



1Tim. 6:16 who alone possesses 
immortality and dwells in 
unapproachable light; whom no man 
has seen or can see. To Him be honor 
and eternal dominion! Amen. 



1John 1:5 ¶ And this is the message we 
have heard from Him and announce to 
you, that God is light, and in Him there 
is no darkness at all.



John 12:36 “While you have the light, 
believe in the light, in order that you 
may become sons of light.” These 
things Jesus spoke, and He departed 
and hid Himself from them.



1Pet. 2:9 But you are a chosen race, a 
royal priesthood, a holy nation, a 
people for God’s own possession, that 
you may proclaim the excellencies of 
Him who has called you out of 
darkness into His marvelous light;



Acts 26:18 to open their eyes so that 
they may turn from darkness to light 
and from the dominion of Satan to 
God, in order that they may receive 
forgiveness of sins and an inheritance 
among those who have been sanctified 
by faith in Me.’ 



Col. 1:13 For He delivered us from the 
domain [exousia, authority, power] of
darkness, and transferred us to the 
kingdom of His beloved Son,



Rom. 13:12 The night is almost gone, 
and the day is at hand. Let us 
therefore lay aside the deeds of
darkness and put on the armor of 
light.



Eph. 4:22 that, in reference to your 
former manner of life, you lay aside 
the old self, which is being corrupted 
in accordance with the lusts of deceit, 



Eph. 4:25 ¶ Therefore, laying aside
falsehood, speak truth, each one of 
you, with his neighbor, for we are 
members of one another. 



Col. 3:8 But now you also, put them all 
aside anger, wrath, malice, slander, 
and abusive speech from your mouth. 



Heb. 12:1 ¶ Therefore, since we have so 
great a cloud of witnesses surrounding 
us, let us also lay aside every 
encumbrance, and the sin which so 
easily entangles us, and let us run with 
endurance the race that is set before 
us, 



James 1:21 Therefore putting aside all 
filthiness and all that remains of 
wickedness, in humility receive the 
word implanted, which is able to save 
your souls. 



1Pet. 2:1 ¶ Therefore, putting aside all 
malice and all guile and hypocrisy and 
envy and all slander, 



2Cor. 13:14 ¶ The grace of the Lord 
Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and 
the fellowship of the Holy Spirit, be 
with you all.



1John 1:3 what we have seen and heard 
we proclaim to you also, that you also 
may have fellowship with us; and 
indeed our fellowship is with the 
Father, and with His Son Jesus Christ. 



1John 1:4 And these things we write, so 
that our joy may be made complete. 



1John 1:5 ¶ And this is the message we 
have heard from Him and announce to 
you, that God is light, and in Him 
there is no darkness at all. 



1John 1:6 If we say that we have 
fellowship with Him and yet walk in 
the darkness, we lie and do not 
practice the truth; 



1John 1:7 but if we walk in the light as 
He Himself is in the light, we have 
fellowship with one another, and the 
blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us 
from all sin. 



1John 1:8 If we say that we have no sin, 
we are deceiving ourselves, and the 
truth is not in us. 



1John 1:9 If we confess our sins, He is 
faithful and righteous to forgive us our 
sins and to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness. 



1John 1:10 If we say that we have not 
sinned, we make Him a liar, and His 
word is not in us. 



1John 2:1 ¶ My little children, I am 
writing these things to you that you 
may not sin. And if anyone sins, we 
have an Advocate with the Father, 
Jesus Christ the righteous; 



Eph. 5:10 trying to learn what is 
pleasing to the Lord. 



Eph. 5:11 And do not participate in the 
unfruitful deeds of darkness, but 
instead even expose them;
