“the ark of the testimony” (Ex. 25:22)

“the ark of the covenant of the Lord” (Num. 10:33),

31 times the Ark is called the ark of the covenant of

Yahweh [the LORD]” (Deut 10:8, Judg. 20:27.), the

name which means “I AM” (Exod 3:14, cf. vv. 12, 17),

which in turn suggests the phrase.

“the ark of God” (1 Sam. 3:3); “the ark of the God of

Israel” because of its association with deity.

“the ark of the Lord, the Lord of all the earth;” “the

ark of the Lord God” (1 Ki. 2:26);

“the holy ark” (2 Chr. 35:3);

“the ark of Thy strength” (Ps. 132:8).



1 Pet. 1:18, “knowing that you were not

redeemed with perishable things like silver or

gold from your futile way of life inherited from

your forefathers,

1 Pet. 1:19, “but with precious blood, as of a

lamb unblemished and spotless, the blood of

Christ.
