Paul’s Conclusion: Romans 15:14-33



1. Like Paul, we should have serving the
gospel as the central priority of life.

e Christ paid the penalty for the
condemnation. That leaves each of us
spiritually dead, and lacking
righteousness. 1 Pet. 3:18; 2 Cor. 5:21



6. At the instant of faith alone in Christ alone

we are positionally, legally, totally forgiven
of all sin.

We receive a new human spirit
(regeneration)

We receive the imputation of Christ’s
righteousness (imputation)

We are declared righteous and we are
given eternal life (justification)
